1. "Total Operating Costs" and "Total Expenses" refer to costs and expenses that are only advertising related.
2. The category below called "Cost of Suites and Tickets" means the suites and tickets provided to advertisers.
3. The city's use fee projected for 2005 is lower than other years because that’s when the city purchased a Jumbotron screen and the lower amount in 2006 reflect some of the $10.3 million in rent credits the city agreed to give the team to make repairs after years of the team sending the city angry letters about public safety issues.
4. Money for the “Capital Repairs Account” comes from rent credits and is used to make major repairs.
5. The $761,636 in naming rights revenue for 2005 is just the portion that goes to the city.
The more ads the team secure, the bigger a cut of the revenues it gets: so it receives a 15 percent commission on gross scoreboards and sign revenues up to $1.5 million; 18 percent if the gross revenue is between $1.5 million and $2 million; and 20 percent for more than $2 million. In 2005, the gross was about $1.1 million but it has hit more than $2 million in years past.
